total mastectomy as soon as possible. Our bill for this surgery including her spay was over $1600. We gave
her some time to recuperate and then scheduled the repair for her ACL injury which cost $982. Throughout
this entire process, her tail never stopped wagging. She knew that she was being taken care of.

This young lady was only five years old. She had so much love to give, and we
were her only hope. While she was recovering from her surgeries, she had a
family that was very interested in adopting her. We thought it was best for her
to go home with her family for her last health challenge - her heartworm
treatment.

Chester, the handsome hound, is one
of over twenty dogs we rescue each
year that are infected with heartworms.
Heartworm disease is a serious and
potentially fatal disease. It is caused by
foot-long worms that live in the heart,
lungs and associated blood vessels of
affected pets, causing severe

lung disease, heart failure and damage to other organs in the body. If
untreated, their numbers can increase, and dogs have been known to harbor
several hundred worms in their bodies. Heartworm disease can affect the
dog's health and quality of life long after the parasites are gone too. For this
reason, heartworm prevention is by far the best option.

Heartworm preventions typically cost $6 to $18 a month depending on your
dog's weight. Heartworm treatment, on the other hand, involves a series of
injections that are painful and cost anywhere from $500 to $1,500, depending
on the weight of your dog and that's not including the testing and medication
associated with the treatment.

The American Heartworm Society recommends that you “think 12"--get your
pet tested every 12 months for heartworm and give your pet heartworm
preventive 12 months a year. Contact your vet today for more information.
