Our dogs have a quality of life here because we do
prolong their lives. Our dogs are sheltered in a spacious,
climate-controlled facility with lots of room for play.  
Every dog is fully vetted before it gets adopted and we do
not shy away from bringing in dogs with medical needs
or even puppies on the way! We test all of them for
heartworms and parasites, and we address any medical
conditions that need to be addressed prior to adoption. 
We make decisions regarding the care of our dogs just
like we would our own family dog. Before going home, a
Paws Place dog is brought up to date on vaccinations,
spayed or neutered, microchipped, started on heartworm
prevention, and shown tons of love.  

This level of care does not come cheap. We spend $1000
a month to house and care for a dog. Multiply that by the
number of dogs we rescue each month, coupled with
their length of stay,  it adds up to alot!
